Pyramidal in youth, it develops a spreading  
round habit with age.  The bark is patchy  
and very attractive.  These patches range  
from creamy-white to olive-green.   
Adaptable to adverse soil conditions,  
heat, drought, and city conditions.  A  
rapid growing tree good for park or street use. 
  

Populus ~ Poplar 
 tremula ‘Erecta’  

Swedish Columnar Aspen  40’ tall  10’ wide 
Rustling leaves make the same pleasant sound  
as Quaking Aspen.  This upright and very  
narrow tree is well adapted to cold climates.   
Seedless.  

 
Potentilla ~ Potentilla 
 fruticosa ‘Abbotswood’ 

Abbotswood Potentilla  2’ tall & wide 
  Bluish-green foliage, large pure white  

flowers.  The best of the white flowering  
potentillas.

Goldfinger Potentilla  2-3’ tall   3-4’ wide 
 A superior Potentilla with abundant golden-

Thundercloud Plum      20-25’tall  15’wide 
Hardiest of the purple leaf plums.  Very  
early flowering, masses of small pink  
flowers appear just before the leaves.   
The dark purple foliage is retained  
throughout the summer.

Purple Sandcherry  7’ tall   6’ wide 

  Very hardy, shrub with rich reddish-purple  
foliage.  Pale pink flowers in May. 

   
glandulosa ‘Rosea’ 
Pink Flowering Almond  5’ tall   3-4’ wide 

  Vase-shaped plant known for its very profuse  
early spring flowering.  Pink flowers extend  
the entire length of the stem. 

 
persica ‘Bonfire’ 
Bonfire Dwarf Peach  5-6’ tall   6-7’ wide 

  Attractive, dark red leaves reaching 8-10” long ,  
which hold their color throughout the growing  
season.  Double pink-red flowers are produced in  
very early spring.  Fruits mature late summer but  
are often hidden from view by the dense foliage.  
  

x ‘Pink Snow Showers’ (‘Pisnshzam’) 
Pink snow Showers Cherry  8-10’ tall 12-15’ wide 

Mass of double, blushing pink pear toned  
flowers hold long for a beautiful showcase  
in spring.  Flowers are followed by highly  
polished, mint-green foliage that turns to a  
burnt gold in the fall.

Kwanzan Cherry 25’ tall 
A vase-shaped tree with large, double pink  
flowers.

  A small tree with dense foliage.  New growth  
is green, maturing to a rich maroon-red.  Very  
hardy.

Cleveland Select Pear  30-35’tall  20’wide 
Narrow pyramidal tree that is covered by  
white flowers in spring.

Swamp White Oak   50-60’ tall  40-50’ wide 
  A large sized tree with a broad, open  

crown, rounded top and short trunk.   
Attractive peeling bark and yellow to  
orange fall foliage.

Mission Arborvitae  12-15’ tall  8-10’ wide 

  Hardy, feathery, attractive foliage.  Slower  
growing, broad pyramid excellent for  
screening or as a sheared hedge.

Atrovirens Western Arborvitae  20-25’ tall  8-10’ wide 

  Excellent shiny dark green foliage.

Greenspire Linden 45-tall 20-wide 
Pyramidal growth habit produces a  
neat, trim appearance.  It has lustrous  
dark green leaves and a dense  
branching habit.

Takes a shearing  
well and are excellent for hedges or  
informal planting.  
  

c. ‘Sargentii’ 
Sargent’s Weeping Hemlock   

  A low, slow growing dwarf hemlock that  
develops into a low mound of overlapping  
drooping branches.  A superb plant for a  
prominent position. 

 
Vaccinium ~ Blueberry 
 corymbosum ‘Blue Gold’ 

Blue Gold Highbush Blueberry  5’ tall & wide 
  Dense and compact in habit with abundant  

white flowers in late spring.  Consistent high  
fruit production of large clusters of fruit ripening  
in late July or early August.  Foliage turns brilliant  
orange and scarlet in the fall.

rounded form.  Large, rounded blooms are followed  
by highly ornamental reddish-black fruit.  Foliage  
turns purple red in the fall. 
  

 carlesii ‘Cayuga’ 
Cayuga Korean Spice Viburnum  5’ tall 

  Similar to carlesii, but with large 4x5” flowers,  
pink buds,  and improved resistance to leaf diseases. 
Very fragrant with a compact, upright oval habit.  
  

nudum ‘Winterthur’ 
Winterthur Smooth Witherod  8’ tall  5’ wide 

  This hardy form of Viburnums blooms in June  
with creamy-white flower cluster.  The unique  
fruit clusters begin white in color changing to a 
pinkish-red and finally maturing to a dark blue.

  Large clusters of white flowers up to  
6” across.  Broad spreading plant which  
grows twice as wide as high.  Brilliant  
red fruit matures to black.

Bailey Compact American Cranberrybush  4-5’ tall&wide 

  A compact form of American Cranberrybush  
with maple-like leaves that emerge burgundy,  
then changes to green.  Delightful white,  
pinwheel-like flowers, attractive bright red  
fruit and pleasing yellow to red fall color.

Imperata ~ Blood Grass 
 cylindrica ‘Red Baron’ 

Japanese Blood Grass  12-18” tall 
  Individual blades are green at the base turning  

a striking blood-red from the middle to the tip.   
Color gets more intense in fall.  Prefers light  
shade and dislikes hot, dry soils. 

 

Liriope ~ Lily Turf 
 muscari ‘Big Blue’ 

Big Blue Liriope  12-15” tall  2’ wide 
  A grass-like perennial groundcover forms  

dense mounds of dark green foliage with blue  
flower spikes in mid-summer. 
  

 muscari ‘Variegata’ 
Variegated Lily Turf  8-12” tall 

  Yellow and green variegated foliage  
contrasting nicely with blue flower spikes  
in late summer.  Slower growing that green  
leaved forms.

Silver Dragon Lily Turf  6-8” tall 

  Silvery-white vertical striping on the dark  
green, narrow grass-like leaves.

 sinensis ‘Gold Bar’ P.P. 15193 

Gold Bar  4-5’ tall 20” at wide at base 
  Truly a show stopper with its dense & dramatic  

gold striping from the base of the grass to its top.   
It is exceptionally upright  and compact in habit.   
At the end of October, burgundy inflorescences  
appear just above the blades.  
 

s. ‘Gracillimus’ 
Maiden Grass  4-6’tall 

  The fine textured gray-green foliage with  
white mid-rib forms a dense upright vase- 
shaped clump.  Plumes are bright burgundy  
to dark pink, maturing to beige and last until  
mid-winter. 
  

 s. ‘Morning Light’ 
Morning Light Grass  4-5’ tall 

  Fine textured deep green blades with a narrow  
band of clear white on the leaf margins,  
making it look silver form a distance.  Plumes  
red-bronze in October.  
  

 s. ‘Purpurascens’ 
Flame Grass  3-4’ tall 

  Foliage turns from green to bronzy orange-red  
later in summer.  Magenta colored seed heads  
become silky white plumes in the fall.

Porcupine Grass  6’ tall 

  Has yellow bands similar to Zebra Grass and  
is hardier.  Blades are held stiffly upright  
emerging from a dense growing clump.

  Wide leaves with a creamy-white and dark  
green vertical variegation.  Copper colored  
plumes in September adds interest throughout  
the fall and winter. 
  

 
Panicum ~ Switch Grass 
 virgatum ‘Heavy Metal’ 

Heavy Metal Switch Grass   3-4’ tall 
  Metallic blue blades with stiff, upright habit.   

A striking accent plant that turns yellow in fall.   
Pink tinged plumes.  Performs well in windy areas 

 
 v. ‘Rotstrahlbusch’ 

Rotstrahlbusch Switch Grass   4’ tall 
  Upright and arching habit with touches of  

burgundy-red color in autumn.  
 

v. ‘Shenandoah’ 
Shenandoah Switch Grass   3-4’ tall 

  Foliage turns red by July and intensifies as summer  
progresses.  Bright red flowers in late summer add  
to its color.

Euonymus ~ Wintercreeper 
 fortunei ‘Colorata’

  The most popular groundcover Euonymus  

with large leaves and vibrant reddish-purple  
fall color.  Vigorous grower. 
 

Hedera ~ Ivy 
 helix 

English Ivy  6-8”  8-12” 
  Evergreen trailing groundcover for shady 

locations. 
  

Pachysandra ~ Pachysandra 
 terminalis 

Japanese Pachysandra  6” tall  6-12” wide 
  Glossy evergreen groundcover with white  

flowers suitable for shady areas.  
  

Vinca ~ Myrtle 
 minor 

Myrtle  6” tall  6-12” wide 
  Trailing glossy evergreen foliage, blue flowers
